OBJECTS

4. The ohjects of the society shall be :(—

(1) to make arrangements for the storage and mark:tung of agricultu-
ral produce primarily of its members: | :

{ii) to supply seed, manure, agricultural implements and other requi-
rements of the members:

(iii) to arrange grading and processing of agricultural produce prima-
rily of its members and purchase or hire and instal suitable

machinery for this purposs;

(iv) to hire or.own godown and cold storages and to: establish and
- undertake running of warehduses for the storage of produce; |, -
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(v) to act as agent of the Government for the procurement of agricu-
ltural produce;

{vi) to act as agent of the member credit rocieties for the recovery of
loans given by them to their members;

(vii) to grant advances to members on security of their produce;

(viii) to undertake measures 1o spread knowledge of co-operative
principles and practicss;

(ix) to disseminate among its members knowledge of the latest impro-
vement in agriculture and to provide a news service 1o members
about the market rates and allied matters; and

(x} to undertake such other activities as are conductive tv the attain-
ment of above objects.

MEMBERSHIP .
5. (a) Membership of the scciety shall be open to persons who
are :—
(i) over 18 yvears in age and of sound mind;
{ii) of gcm.d character;

(iii) ordinarily residing in the area of opciation of the society;
and

(iv) growers of agricultural produce;
(b) The following shall also be eligible for admission as 8 mem-
ber of the society : —

{ii) such other 1ype of co-operative societies as are approved by
the Regisirar;

{1ii) Central or state Warehousing corporation;

(c) Assistant Registrar, Co-operative SocictieS........ e viines
Brseerin sicmmmisnse srsmsseeens 1o BNl be an ex officio member without in-

curring any ]Iabrlll}' or holding any share.

(d) Notwith standing the provision of any other bylaw the merchants,
traders and commission agents included in the approved list of the society,
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who are cpgaged in business in agricultural produce and have dealing
with the society. may also be admitted as nominal members on payment
of admissian fee but without holding any share. Suoch members shall
have o right to vote or to participate in the management of the society
and shall have no share in the dividend or bouns distributed by 1he

society.
6. MNotwithstanding the provisions of any other bylaw, the State
Government may contribute to the share capital of the societv. The share

capital so contributed shall be retired in such pzriod and manner as may
be determined by the State Government.

7. Mo individual shall be eligible for ad mission as a member of the

society if : —
{i) he has applied for bankrupicy; or
(ii) he has been declar:d as an insolvani; or

(iii) he has been sentenced for any offence involving dishonestry
or moral turpitude within 5 years preceding the date of his
admission as member; or

(vi) he is a trader n the relevant agricultural produce on his own
account.

8. Application for admission as members shall be addressed to the

Manager of the society. Every such application shall be dispossd of by
the Managing Committee. If the comm:itee refuses to admit a person,
it shall record 1ts reasons for such refusal and communicate them to the
persons concerned. Any person who has been refused admission shall
have the right of an appeal to the Registrar within one muonth of the
date of communication of refusal The decision of the Registrar on such
appeal shall be binding on the society and the appellant.

9. No member shall be admitted during |15 days preceding the date
fixed for any general body meeting of the society at which office-bearers

are to be elected.

10. Every individual member on admission shall sign or make his
thumb-mark in the register of members or on a form specially provided

for the purpose.

11. Every member shall, on admission, pay an admission fee of

Rs. 5.
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12. (i) Every member of the society shall nominate a person or
persons to whom his share or interest or such sums out ol share or inter-
est as may be specified by the member, shall, on the death of th: mem-
ber, be transferred or paid as laid down in these by-laws.

{ii) Such nominaltion may, [rom lime to time,be revoked or modified
by the member.

(iii) The number of persons who may be nominated by a member
shall not exceed the number of shares held by the member.

(ivi When a member of the society nomipales more than one persoi.
he shall, as for as practicable, specify the amount to be paid or transfe-
rred to each nominee in the terms of whole shares and the interest

accruing thereon,

{v) The record of nomination shall be kept by the society in such
manner as may be laid down by the Registrar from time to time,

(vi) The value of the share or interest transferred or paid to a no-
minee or nominees shall be determined on the basis of the sum actually
paid by the member to acquire such share or interest,

13. No share shall be withdrawn, but shares may be transferred to
a member or to a person duly qualified for membership and approved by

the managing commitiee.

4. Any money due on any account from the society to a member or
past member or persons claiming through him may bz set off in payment
of any such sum which he owes or for which he stands surety.

15. (a) A member of the society may be expelled by the Managing
Committee subject to the ccnfirmation of General body for one or more of

the following reasons :—

(i) ceasing to reside in the area of operstion of the sociely;

(11) fatlure to pay the amounts due from him Lo the society;

(11i) conviction of a criminal offence involving dishonesty or
moral rurpitude;

(iv) application for bankruptcy;

{v) ceasing to be a grower of agricultural produce or becoming
a trader in such produce;
